For AMEP eligible students, the Department of Immigration and Citizenship will not
test for this at interview stage in the process of becoming a citizen.

Courses are run throughout the year at such locations as Auburn, Parramatta,
Blacktown, Cabramatta, Ermington, Fairfield, Liverpool, Campbelltown or by Distance
Learning.
