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Handy course: ACL citizenship courses are now available in Blacktown

Help for migrants

NEW migrants are being hel-
ped to become good citizens
by Macquarie Community
College in Blacktown.

The college is teaching
them English and the new
“Let’s Participate’’ citizen-
ship course, both at its Main
Street premises and by dis-
tance.

The course covers areas
including Australia and its
people; democratic govern-
ment in Australia; your
rights, responsibilities and
privileges as a citizen; law
and democracy in Australia;
and becoming a citizen.

The college is a consortium
partner of ACL Pty Ltd, which
is funded by the Federal
Government.

ACL group managing direc-
tor Helen Zimmerman said
the course was ideal for com-
munity members thinking of
becoming Australian citi-
zens.

She said more than 10,000
students from ACL colleges
had successfully completed
similar courses that had hel-
ped them get their citizen-
ship and work.

“The course has been
delivered as part of the Adult
Migrant English Program
(AMEP) since 2001, she said.

“ACL has been working
since 1998 to educate and
settle newly arrived migrants
and refugees.

“We assist in rebuilding the
lives of newly arrived
migrants and refugees and
provide support and skills for
them to contribute to the
economy and community of
Australia.

“The course is available to
all students as part of their
AMEP entitlement, as well as
being available to non-AMEP
students for $250.”

The course involves 30
hours of study and being
placed into a class according
to their level of English.
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
