I HAD the pleasure of
opening Botanica Cen-
tral Park recently.

The park is situated
in the housing estate of
Botanica in Lidcombe, a
place that is rich in his-
tory. It was the site of
Lidcombe Hospital for
100 years up to 1995 and
then acted as the official
media village during the
2000 Olympic Games,
providing short-term
accommodation for ap-
proximately 5000 jour-
nalists from around the
world.

Australand has since
master planned the site
with great care and in-
tegrity, creating a resi-
dential development that
respects its history and at
the-same time planning
and building a wonder-
ful open space area for
the community to enjoy.
Heritage buildings and
trees on the site have
been kept intact.

This development is
one of the largest urban
redevelopment sites in
the Auburn local govern-
ment area. Council has
worked  cooperatively
with Australand for many
years and we look for-
ward to many more years
of cooperation to see this
new community - flour-

ish and become a fully
completed estate housing
over 2000 people.
