Council is helping to educate the community
about HIV/AIDS with a range of new resources

AN interactive CD-ROM has been launched to
introduce HIV/AIDS education into English
classes for newly arrived migrants and refu-
gees.

Entitled, `About AIDS' and commissioned
by Family Planning NSW to support English
language teaching services, the CD-ROM was
launched by Federal MP for Reid Laurie Fer-
guson at Auburn Town Hall.
Family Planning NSW invited Australia's

largest English language provider, ACL to par-
ticipate in developing a resource to incorporate
HIV/AIDS education into the teaching of Eng-
lish for newly arrived migrants and refugees.

The initiative will also inform students of the
HIV/AIDS support services available in Aus-
tralia.

Family Planning NSW CEO Ann Brassil said
the aim of the project was to develop appropri-
atecurriculum, provide professional education
strategies, develop education and teaching re-
source material, and build capacity and knowl-
edge about HIV/AIDS for English language
teachers and their students.

"Health service providers, teachers and stu-
dents have all contributed to the project to en-
sure the information is both correct, relevant
and presented in a manner likely to have the
best impact."

ACL Group spokesman Andrew Pike said the
CD-ROM provides basic information to stu-
dents in an interactive format that is relevant to
everyday life in the community.
